It is suggested that the date be marked on your calendar for the purpose of performing this deed on that day. However, there is no obligation to comply with this request.
Consider this; if 1.25 billion people recite this on that particular day, just imagine the collective blessed energy that can be generated. It will serve as a light نُورُ  to dispel all darknesses  قََلَق الظُّلُمَاتِ   of the body, mind and soul… InshaAllah.
The overriding benefit of this wird is the restoration of lost property. Truth, Knowledge and “Wisdom is the lost property of the believer” [Tr: 39:19]. Recitation of this wird will InshaAllah restore the lost property to the rightful owners.
